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Create a New User Waypoint
1) Press and hold the CLR Key for 2 seconds to return to the Map menu.

2) Turn the large FMS Knob to select the ‘WPT’ page group.

3) Turn the small FMS Knob to select the ‘User WPT Information’ page.

4) Press the NEW Softkey.
5) Turn the small FMS Knob to the RIGHT to edit the waypoint name, and

turn the large FMS Knob to move the cursor to the next character.
6) Repeat step 5 until the desired name is entered.

7) Press the ENT Key.

8) Turn the large FMS Knob to the Lat/Lon position coordinates field.

9) Turn the small FMS Knob to edit the position field character, and
turn the large FMS Knob to move the cursor to the next character.

10) Repeat step 9 until the desired position is entered.

11) Press the ENT Key.

12) Press the FMS Knob to remove the flashing cursor.

Fly Direct to a Waypoint

1) Press the -D-> Key.

2) Turn the small FMS Knob to the RIGHT to edit the waypoint name, and 
turn the large FMS Knob to move the cursor to the next character.

3) Repeat step 2 until the desired name is entered.

4) Press ENT Key.

5) Press ENT Key to Activate.
6) Press and hold the CLR Key for 2 seconds to return to the Map menu.
Creating a Search pattern at a Waypoint
1) Press the FPL Key to display the Active Flight Plan Menu.

2) Press the MENU Key to display the PAGE MENU Options.

3) Turn the large FMS Knob to scroll UP to “Search and Rescue”.

4) Press the ENT Key.

5) Turn the small FMS Knob to edit the waypoint name, and

turn the large FMS Knob to move the cursor to the next character.

6) Repeat step 5 until the desired name is entered.

7) Press the ENT Key.
8) Turn the large FMS Knob to scroll UP to the Search and Rescue menu.

9) Turn the small FMS Knob to edit the Search and Rescue options.
10)  Turn the large FMS Knob to “ACTIVATE SAR”.
11)  Press the ENT Key.
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Change a COM frequency, then Transmit or Receive
Remember: Active frequency is on the INSIDE, Standby is on the OUTSIDE

1) Press the COM Knob to toggle the blue tuning box position between COM1 - COM2 until the blue tuning box is selected on the desired COM.

2) Turn the Outer COM Knob to adjust the MHz, and 
turn the Inner COM Knob to adjust kHz, until the desired frequency is set.

3) Press the (( Key to transfer the selected frequency from the Standby frequency field, into the Active frequency field.
4) Verify the Seat 2/3 push button is set to ‘SEAT 2’.
5) On the copilot’s Audio Panel:

a. To Transmit on COM2, Press the COM2 MIC Key.
Or

b. To Receive on COM2, Press the COM2 Key.
6) To adjust volume, Turn the VOL Knob.
7) To open the squelch, i.e. listening on 121.5, Press the VOL Knob.
Setup the CAP Radio (TDFM-136), then Transmit or Receive
1) Turn on the Mission Master switch, and
turn on the MAIN control knob (if the Radio is not already on).
2) Press the LEFT(4) or the RIGHT(6) buttons to scroll through the preprogrammed channels to your desired channel.  (Channels 1 – 4).

3) To adjust brightness, press the UP(2) or the DOWN(8) buttons.
4) Verify the MN/GD Switch is UP to Transmit on the Main channel.

5) Verify the SEAT 2/3 push button is set to ‘SEAT 2’.
6) On the copilot’s Audio Panel:

a. To Transmit on the CAP Radio, Press the COM3 MIC Key
Or

b. To Receive on the CAP Radio, Press the COM3 Key
7) To adjust volume, Turn the MAIN Knob.
8) To open the squelch, Press the SQUELCH Knob.
Setup the Direction Finder (Becker SAR-DF 517)

1) Turn on the Mission Master switch, and 
press the ON/OFF Key (if the Becker is not already on).
2) Within 4 seconds, Turn the PAGE Knob to select the operating mode
3) On the copilot’s Audio Panel, Press the AUX Key
4) To select the viewing page, Turn the PAGE Knob
5) To select desired frequency, Turn the LOWER-RIGHT Knob
6) To adjust the squelch level, Turn the SQL Knob
7) To adjust the volume, Turn the LOWER-LEFT Knob
8) In ‘Training’ mode, on Page 6, adjust training Freq 1, then press Store Key
